Residents are asked to honor the parking ban regulation, or risk having their vehicle
towed. If the vehicles remain on the street they may be ticketed or towed to allow the City’s

Public Works trucks to clear the street.

Also remember during heavy snow events we ask residents to adopt the fire hydrant located near
their property. Keeping the hydrants clear of snow will help the Fire Department respond in

times of emergency. Please help make keep our community safe and adopt a fire hydrant!!
