_ The NFPA and our own goals state that we should arrive within five (5) minutes from time of dispatch 90% of the

time. As can be seen in the chart below we met the goal of arriving within five (5) minutes of dispatch 84.1% of
the time. For the purpose of this analysis only Fire, Explosion and EMS calls are considered.
